Attendees will be able to purchase a draft of Collaboration For Legislation, a low-point Pale Ale created as a group project between the eight core brewery members of CBAO - Prairie Artisan Ales, Anthem Brewing, Choc Brewing, COOP Ale Works, Iron Monk Brewing, Marshall Brewing, 405 Brewing, and Renaissance Brewing. All proceeds from sales of the beer go to support CBAO’s work. Attendees will also be able to buy a CBAO-logo pint glass.
