In addition to their focus on well-made beer, Andrews and Chef Eric Adams are also focused on serving high-quality food. Adams recently updated the daily menu with recipes he’s been perfecting over the last couple of months, and will unveil new items for the Sunday Brunch crowd at a Father’s Day Beer Brunch on June 19th.
“For our food menu, we take inspiration from the great beer that we serve. Some of these new recipes are a direct result of looking for flavors that would complement beers that I’ve really enjoyed,” said Chef Adams. “We’ve got some pretty exciting updates to our brunch menu that we’re pumped to launch at the week’s final event:  Father’s Day Beer Brunch.
